- All costumes, uniforms and acts must be age-appropriate 
(audience in attendance will be primarily youth between the ages 
of 13 and 20). No vulgar, violent or offensive acts are permitted. 
 
- Acts should not be longer than five minutes long. This will allow 
more people to participate and have their time in the spotlight.
